V. INSTRUCTIONAL PROGRAM & STUDENT LIFE  
 

General Pol icies 
 
a. All students are expected to report to school daily with a book bag, 

notebook paper, pencils, pens, etc. Each teacher will distribute a school 
supply list. 

b. Pre-Kindergarten and Kindergarten students should be in school by 8:45 
AM. Parents are reminded not to leave young children on school grounds 
unsupervised prior to 8:40 AM.  

c. Students will line up in their respective grade level lines on the school 
playground.  

d. Report to school by 8:40 A.M.  You may report at 8:15 A.M. if you are 
participating in the breakfast program. 

e. Students riding the Bolling Air Force Bus are asked to always display their 
best behavior on the bus. Be sure to always take their belongings as they 
come to school and when they arrive back home. 

f. Respect all adults on the staff by responding in a polite manner. 
g. For your  chi ldÕs safety, do not al low chi ldren to report to school pr ior 

to the indicated time.  Parents are responsible for picking up their 
children promptly at 3:15 P.M.  Please urge your children to walk directly 
home upon dismissal. 

h. Children participating in the before and after care program will follow the 
guidelines provided by the Before and After Care Staff. 

i. Parents and visitors: You are kindly requested to follow the procedures 
for visiting the school. We welcome you and invite you to be an active 
member of your childÕs learning process, however, we must have certain 
safety procedures in place.  ALL parent or  community volunteers must 
present valid clearance and TB tests that will be on file in order to 
volunteer in the school.  

j. Sign in and out: The security officer of the school is required to ask for 
identif ication and al l visitors (parents and community members) must 
sign the book. This is for the childrenÕs safety and welfare. We thank you 
for cooperating. 
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Assessment Goals 

 
     The System-Wide Assessment test is sometimes used to identify skills that students 
are expected to master before promotion to the next level.  From grades one through five, 
each student is required to master skills in reading, mathematics and all other content 
areas.  Student records are available for parents to see during conference times with 
teachers. 

 
     General course offerings for our school include reading, language arts, mathematics, 
social studies, physical education, science, spelling, handwriting, computer science and 
the arts. The children will be receiving training in the arts and physical education from the 
Fillmore School of Art.  

 
     Each student is required to have a Library Card.  It is an excellent idea for all family 
members to familiarize themselves with the community library. We also have a school 
library and encourage the students to engage in reading across the curriculum. 

 
Attendance 

 
     The Compulsory Attendance Requirement Laws of the District of Columbia Public 
Schools is enforced in accordance with the provision of the Code of Laws provided by the 
D. C. Board of Education.  Each student enrolled in the D.C. Public Schools is to attend 
school r egularly and on t ime. Also, the Mayor and the Council of the District of 
Columbia approved the Police Truancy Enforcement Amendment Act of 1994, granting 
the Metropolitan Police Department (MPD) direct statutory authority to detain juveniles 
found out of compliance between 8:45 A.M. and 3:15 P.M.  

 
     Daily attendance is vital for success and promotion.  As the parent, help your children 
achieve by: 

 
1. Sending children to school every day unless they are ill or there is a serious 

family emergency. 
2. Sending a note after each absence and/or tardiness stating the reason for the 

absence and or tardiness. 
3. Getting children up on time to eat breakfast (home or school), take care of 

personal hygiene, dress appropriately, and gather textbooks and materials 
needed for school. 

 
     When students are absent or frequently tardy, parents can expect a telephone call and 
or letter from the teacher, counselor, or office staff. A student who is absent without 
cause, is considered truant. Parents are legally responsible for their childrenÕs attendance 
and, therefore, may have an attendance investigation if any problems should arise.   
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     Those students reporting to school late will report through the main door for a late 
pass from security.   Habitual tardiness will affect the studentÕs citizenship grade and 
ultimately will affect academic progress.  
 
      Additional measures have been put in place for those students who violate the tardy 
policy, which will include detention center (holding in for recess) or for the out of 
boundary students, returning to their neighborhood school and/or possible suspension. 
 
 
PROCEDURES FOR ARRIVAL AND DISMISSAL 
 

¥ Children arrive no earlier than 8:40 AM and report to the playground with their 
belongings. 

¥ If a student is late for school, she or he must stop by the security desk and pick 
up a pass to be admitted to class.  

¥ Children leaving early must be signed out by the parents. Parents or guardians 
must first sign the visitorÕs book and then come to the office and sign the early out 
book. 

¥ Teachers will greet their class and escort them to classrooms.  
¥ In rainy or other inclement weather; students will be escorted into the building and 

wait quietly outside their classroom doors.  
¥ Pre-kindergarten through Second grades are dismissed through the front door. 
¥ Grades 3-5 are dismissed by the ramp or side door. 

 
 
Care and Maintenance of School Proper ty 

 
     All students must take pride in our environment by helping to keep our building and 
grounds neat and clean.  It is not expected that any student will litter.  However, students 
are to assume responsibility for helping to maintain our building clean by picking up 
paper and litter.   

 
Chewing Gum and Junk Foods 

 
     The chewing of gum is prohibited.  Junk foods such as candy, potato chips, sodas, and 
cupcakes are not recommended.  Be conservative in placing these items in childrenÕs 
lunches.  It is important that we encourage students to eat healthy foods.   
 
Cit izenship 

 
     Good citizenship is a top priority.  Those students practicing good citizenship are 
recognized and rewarded each semester.  The criteria for good citizenship include: 
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1. Reporting to school daily and on time. 
2. Being respectful toward your peers and those in authority. 
3. Following school rules and regulations. 
 

DCPS Emergency Response Plan/Teams 
 

     As a part of our effort to create and sustain peaceable school environments, it is 
necessary that the District of Columbia Schools adopt a proactive stance by providing 
schools with procedures for school based emergency response plans and teams.  In order 
to determine the effectiveness of these plans, there will be two (2) citywide emergency 
response drills each year.  The Offi ce of the Superintendent will communicate the nature 
of the emergency and the time of the drill.  Please be advised that our site in the event of 
an emergency will be the St. LukeÕs Church on Calvert Street NW. 
 
Progress Notices 

 
Progress Notices are mailed to parents during the fifth week of each advisory.  These 
notices report the childÕs strengths and weaknesses.  Parents can respond to each 
Progress Notice by calling the schoolÕs off ice to schedule a conference with the teacher.  
However, those parents having a student not performing well should make contact with 
the classroom teachers. 
 
Dress Code 

 
The students at Stoddert Elementary are expected to adhere to proper dress code.  We 
want our students to wear appropriate attire that will ensure a positive, distraction free 
learning environment.   

 
�  Clothing which contains derogatory statements and/or pictures is prohibited. 
�  Leggings may be worn only with skirts or dresses (not with T-Shirts, etc.) 
�  Students should be properly dressed for the weather. 
�  Pants need to be appropriately secured with a belt.  
�  Skirts, shorts and dresses should be an appropriate length (particularly for 

girls in grades 3-5).  
 

 
Discipl ine 

 
     Our school strives to provide each student with the maximum opportunity to acquire 
education.  Therefore, no student has the right to interfere with this opportunity by 
displaying poor manners and/or lack of consideration.  All rules and regulations are 
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enforced with this thought in mind.  These rules apply in the classroom, on the school 
grounds, coming to and leaving fr om school, and at any event where our  school is 
represented.  

 
     ÒIt is the policy of the Board of Education that a safe environment conducive to 
learning shall be maintained in the District of Columbia Public Schools (DCPS) in order to 
provide an equal and appropriate educational opportunity for all students the Board will 
apply a Òzero tolerance policyÓ regarding discipline for possessing, using or threatening to 
use weapons. The unlawful possession, use of distribution of drugs by DCPS students on 
school properties or at any DCPS sponsored and supervised activity is prohibited.Ó 
(DCPS Policy).  

 
We feel that most students understand what good citizenship is and how to maintain it.  
For us, it simply means conducting oneÕs self as a Òyoung lady or gentlemanÓ at all times.  
Students who continue to maintain good citizenship will enjoy school and extracurricular 
activities.  Those who are unruly will be disciplined according to Chapter  25 of the 
District of Columbia Public Schools disciplinary guidelines. 
 
Dismissals 
 
School dismisses promptly at 3:15pm.  Any student that is left 20 minutes beyond this 
time will be sent to child protective service; where parents will be notified to pick up 
their son or daughter.   
 
In order for students to benefit from the total instructional program, they should remain 
until the end of the school day.  While we understand family emergencies, we ask that 
you please limit disruptions to your childrenÕs instructional day. 

 
When you need to pick up your children before 3:15 p.m., please enter the school 
building through the front doors.  Everyone must sign in and out at the Security Desk, 
and then report to the main office to sign the early dismissal log.   
 
Any person who is not the designated person listed on the student information sheet and 
is picking up your child for you must present identification.  It is kindly asked that 
parents sending a non-designated person, to call the school ahead to inform the office of 
whom the designated person will be.  
 
Emergencies 

 
It is very important that we have current information on all students, especially 
emergency contact persons and their current telephone numbers.  If there is an accident or 
illness, parents and/or guardians will be notified immediately.  Parents can make 
emergency notifications easy by correctly completing all forms sent home and returning 
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them promptly.  Please notify the office of all changes during the course of the school 
year. 
 
Parents are responsible for informing the principal of any special medical problem that 
the child may have.  Takoma does not have a full time nurse therefore we need to be able 
to have all medical information regarding the studentÕs medical condition. 
 
We will make every attempt to contact parents in the event of an emergency.  The DC 
Fire Department Emergency Unit, if needing medical attention, will transport students to 
ChildrenÕs Hospital.

Field Tr ips 
 
The educational program is often supplemented with trips and other experiences outside 
the classroom.  Parents must sign the appropriate field trip permission slip to indicate 
approval for the childÕs participation.  Parents should plan to assist the teachers and class 
by volunteering to chaperone field trips.  Please be advised that we do not accept 
personal checks.  In addition, r efunds wi l l not be issued after  tickets and buses 
have been purchased.  
 
 ÒStudents who have disciplinary issues from school shall not be eligible to participate in 
any school functions for the duration of such disciplinary action.Ó (DCPS Policy). This 
policy wi l l be enforced.  
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Fire Dr i l ls 
 
All schools practice safety drills to prepare for possible emergencies.  With this in mind 
fire drills must be held randomly throughout the school year.  Talk to your children about 
the importance of these drills and why it is necessary that we leave the school building 
quickly and orderly each time there is a fire drill. 
 
 
Grades 
 
Grades are of utmost importance to students.  Based on the high volume of parental 
involvement at Stoddert; it is apparent that student achievement is of primary 
importance.  The report card is evidence of the studentÕs mastery of what is being taught.   
Because of the significance of the report card, Stoddert teachers are very meticulous in 
preparing grades.

Out-Of Boundary Special Permissions 
 
Students who reside in Washington, D.C., but do not live in StoddertÕs boundary, must 
receive special permission to attend our school each year.  Call the office to schedule an 
appointment to speak with the principal about this annual procedure. 
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Special permission for out-of-boundary students is granted yearly.  Good attendance, 
test scores, appropr iate behavior, and parental cooperation are the policies and 
procedures that must be in place in order for out-of-boundary students to return to 
Stoddert Elementary School.   
 
Parental Responsibi l ity 
 
     Parents are responsible for making sure that their child(ren): 
 

1. Report to school daily and on time. 
2. Provide the school with written documentation on student attendance. 
3. Check student books bags daily for communication sent home. 
4. Complete and return all forms that are requested by the school. 
5. Update student information (telephone numbers, address, etc.) 
6. Make regular appointments, via letter s, with classroom teachers. 
7. Inform the principal of important changes as it relates to the studentÕs safety 

and well-being. 
8. Cooperates with staff members in the school. 

 
Personal I tems 
 
Students are not allowed to bring personal items to school.  All video games and 
electronics are not allowed.  The school will not be responsible for lost, stolen or damaged 
items. 
 
Coats and other allowable items should be stored in the appropriate place.  Students are 
responsible for maintaining the care of their personal belongings. Early childhood learners 
are discouraged to bring any toys or play i tems to school unless they are specifically 
requested by the class teacher as a part of the curricular program. 
      
Promotion 
 
To be promoted from one grade to the next, students must meet the guidelines of the 
District of Columbia Standards Based Curriculum.  All students in grades one through 
eight must be on grade level in reading and mathematics to be promoted. There will be 
diverse criteria used to make any decisions related to retention; parents will always be a 
part of this process. 
 
Report Cards 
 
 Report Cards will be issued approximately ten days after the close of each advisory.  
Please make certain that you carefully review the report card and if necessary schedule an 
appointment with the classroom teacher for any concerns. 
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Room Assignments 
 
Students are assigned to classes based on student learning styles, class size, classroom 
teacher, and Teaching Team recommendations.  These factors maximize educational 
opportunities for each child.  All Stoddert teachers are duly certified and professionally 
qualified to teach your children.   So, please do not request a change in classroom or 
teacher assignment. 
 
School Closing 
 
The District of Columbia Public Schools usually close when severe weather conditions 
exist, making travel diff icult and dangerous.  Should it be decided to close schools, 
information will be broadcasted over the radio and television by 6:30 A.M. or shortly 
thereafter.  All parents and students are requested to listen to the radio and/or television 
broadcast for school closing announcements. 
 
When weather conditions are such that parents feel travel would endanger the safety and 
welfare of the child; please call and let the school know that the child will not be 
attending. The same applies if you feel that it is wise to pick up a child before the end of 
the day due to inclement weather. 
 
Suspension 
 
Every effort will be made to ensure that there is continuity in the instructional program of 
each student.  I t is our hope that we will not have to enforce Chapter 25 suspension 
regulations in grades Pre-k-5. Parents need to be familiar with the behavior and academic 
requirements and remind the students that proper behavior is a part of reaching high 
academic standards. 
 
Tardy Procedures 
 
School begins at 8:45 A.M.  Students reporting to school after 9:00 A.M. must enter the 
main entrance and receive a pass from security.  If your child is tardy because of an 
emergency health appointment, a DoctorÕs Cer t if icate is adequate documentation for the 
child to be excused.   Those students who continue to violate the tardy rule will be 
detained during recess and/or suspended in accordance with DC Public School Board Rule 
(See Attendance section on page 3 of Handbook). 
 
 
 
 
Telephone Use 
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The school telephones are not to be used for personal calls or to take messages from 
parents for children.  Our telephones are for official use.  However, in the event of an 
emergency concerning your children, a member of the office staff, school nurse or an 
administrator will contact you immediately. 
 
Textbooks 
 
Before textbooks are issued to students, parents of students in grades 3-5 must sign the 
Textbook Receipt Forms and return them to teachers.  All assigned textbooks must be 
covered as soon as they are received and remain covered throughout the year.  Lost and 
damaged books must be paid for.  Students will not be issued additional books until all 
obligations are met. 
 
Visitat ion 
 
We encourage classroom visitations for the purpose of observing your children during the 
instructional program, however, these must be pre-scheduled via telephone or written 
communication.  When arriving at the school sign, show proper identification at the 
Security Desk and receive a visitorÕs pass.  Please remember, you must schedule one-on-
one conferences with the teacher before or after the instructional program so that the 
teacher may properly instruct and supervise the students in his/her classroom.

1. Know where your children are at all times. 
 

2. School begins at 8:45 A.M.  Do not leave chi ldren on school property 
before this t ime unsupervised. 

 
3. Every student must be picked up at 3:15 P.M. promptly. 
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4. If your children walk between home and school; instruct them to walk 

directly to school in the morning and directly home after school. 
 

5. Children should not stop by stores before or after school unless 
supervised by a parent or guardian.

6. Establish set times for your children to leave home in the mornings and 
return home in the afternoons. 

 
7. Call your children to check on their departure time from home and their 

arrival at the same.  Be certain that your children have memorized your 
home, work and cell telephone numbers. 

 
8. Instruct your children to NEVER accept rides, candy or toys from 

strangers. 
 

9. Instruct your children to NEVER accept rides, candy or toys from anyone 
that you might know, unless you have given them permission to do so. 

 
10.  Young children should never be given keys to enter or leave the      house 

by themselves.   
 

11.  Please advise your children that they are never to leave the schoolÕs 
playground to speak to strangers.  Further, if a stranger attempts to engage 
them in conversation while they are playing on the schoolÕs playground, 
they should tell a teacher or administrator immediately. 

 
12.  When you cannot pick up your children from school, you should notify
